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Summary

1. This document describes the Higher Education Students Early Statistics survey 2019-20
(HESES19) comparison files supplied as part of the 2019-20 Higher Education Statistics
Agency (HESA) Student Alternative post-collection outputs, and the algorithms used to
generate the data needed to recreate HESES19 from 2019-20 HESA Student Alternative data.
Throughout the document, fields taken or derived from the HESA Student Alternative record
are shown in capitals.

2. The HESES19 comparison output should be used by staff responsible for individualised data
returns at higher education providers. This document is intended to help them understand in
detail how the data has been used to recreate HESES19 and highlight significant differences
between the two.

3. The HESES19 comparison output comprises three files. These are:

a. HESES19 comparison workbook ‘HES19 XXXXXXXX.xlIsx’. This is supplied for the
reconciliation exercise.

b. HESES19 comparison individualised file ‘HES19_ XXXXXXXX_IND.csVv’. This is supplied for
the reconciliation exercise and funding data summaries, and may also be useful in
interpreting the use of 2019-20 HESA Student Alternative data in the calculation of student
premium allocations.

c. HESES19 comparison instance period file ‘HES19 XXXXXXXX_INSTPER.csv'. This is
supplied for the reconciliation exercise.

Details of how to use individualised files are given on the Office for Students (OfS) website at
www.officeforstudents.org.uk/data-and-analysis/supplying-data/working-with-individualised-
files/.

4. These files can be accessed from the ‘2019-20 Post-collection outputs’ area of the OfS portal.
Details will be emailed to the named student data contacts at providers when outputs become
available.

5. This document is aimed at readers with in-depth knowledge of the data. Readers are advised
to refer to the Coding Manual for the 2019-20 HESA Student Alternative record
(https://www.hesa.ac.uk/collection/c19054), ‘Higher Education Students Early Statistics survey
2019-20 (HESES19)’ (www.officeforstudents.org.uk/publications/heses19/) and the latest
individualised files for the HESES18B comparison and the HESES17 population to hand when
using this document.

Changes due to the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic

6. As stated in the exceptional guidance published by HESA in response to the pandemic
(https://www.hesa.ac.uk/definitions/ap-student/c19054-student-alternative-record-exceptional-
guidance), we have decided not to use the FUNDCOMP field from the 2019-20 HESA Student
Alternative record, other than to identify records which are excluded from the HESES
population (FUNDCOMP = 9). It was originally intended to use FUNDCOMP to assign years of
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instance to Column 3 or Column 4 of Tables 1, 2 and 3 of the HESES19 recreation, with the
value of a new HESCOMP field indicating the column to which each year of instance was
assigned. As it is not possible to do this for the 2019-20 post-collection output, we have applied
an alternative method of assigning years of instance to Columns 3 and 4 that does not use
FUNDCOMP. This method creates the following fields: HESNCOMPLEVEL_Y,
HESNCOMPRATE_Y, HESNCOMPLEVEL_Z, HESNCOMPRATE_Z, HESCOL3_PROFX,
HESCOL3_Y, HESCOL3, HESCOL4_PROFX, HESCOL4_Y, HESCOL4, HESCOL4A. The
algorithms for these fields are shown in the ‘Recreating Columns 3 and 4’ and ‘Estimating FTE’
sub-sections of the ‘Description of derived fields’ section of this document.

Recreating Columns 3 and 4 using HESES19 non-completion rates

7. For the HESES19 comparison, we are using non-completion rates calculated from HESES19
data to determine the likelihood that a student did not complete a particular year of instance.
This likelihood is used to determine the proportion of the year of instance that is counted in
Column 3, and the proportion that is counted in Column 4. These proportions are recorded in
the HESCOL3 and HESCOLA4 fields. For example, if the non-completion rate applicable to a
particular year of instance is 15 per cent, then (HESCOL3 = 0.15) and (HESCOL4 = 0.85) for
that year of instance.

8. Headcounts from Columns 1, 2 and 3 of Tables 1, 2 and 3 of HESES19 have been used to
calculate non-completion rates at five different levels. These are used to calculate HESCOL3
and HESCOLA4 for years of instance recorded in Tables 1, 2 and 3 but not in Tables 6a, 6b and
6¢. Headcounts from Columns 1, 2 and 3 of Tables 6a, 6b and 6¢ were deducted from the
headcounts from Tables 1, 2 and 3 before the rates were calculated, because non-completion
rates for years of instance recorded in Tables 6a, 6b and 6¢c were calculated separately using a
different method (see paragraph 10). At the lowest level, rates have been calculated for all
combinations of the following parameters: provider; mode of study; level of study; residential
and fundability status; price group; length of year of instance. At the highest level, rates have
been calculated using the total headcounts from Columns 1, 2 and 3 of Tables 1, 2 and 3 of
HESES19 (minus those also recorded in Tables 6a, 6b and 6c¢) for each provider. The
combination of parameters used for each level are shown below:

a. Level 1: (provider) x (mode of study) x (level of study) x (residential and fundability status) x
(price group) x (length of year of instance).

b. Level 2: (provider) x (mode of study) x (level of study) x (residential and fundability status) x
(price group).

c. Level 3: (provider) x (mode of study) x (level of study).
d. Level 4: (provider) x (mode of study).
e. Level 5: (provider).

9. As well as calculating the non-completion rate, the (Column 1 + Column 2) headcount has also
been calculated for each combination at each level. These headcounts are used to determine
the reliability of the calculated rate. A rate is deemed reliable if there are at least 10 years of
instance in the group for which the rate was calculated, except at Level 5 where all rates are
deemed reliable irrespective of the number of years of instance in the group.

Headcounts from Columns 1, 2 and 3 of Tables 6a, 6b and 6¢c of HESES19 have been used to
calculate non-completion rates at five different levels. These are used to calculate HESCOL3
and HESCOLA4 for years of instance recorded in Tables 6a, 6b and 6¢. At the lowest level,
rates have been calculated for all combinations of the following parameters: provider; mode of
study; profession; residential and fundability status; level of study. At the highest level, rates
have been calculated using the total headcounts from Columns 1, 2 and 3 of Tables 6a, 6b and
6¢ of HESES19 for each provider. The combination of parameters used for each level are
shown below:

a. Level 1: (provider) x (mode of study) x (profession) x (residential and fundability status) x
(level of study).

b. Level 2: (provider) x (mode of study) x (profession) x (residential and fundability status).
c. Level 3: (provider) x (mode of study) x (profession).

d. Level 4: (provider) x (mode of study).

e. Level 5: (provider).

As well as calculating the non-completion rate, the (Column 1 + Column 2) headcount has also
been calculated for each combination at each level. These headcounts are used to determine
the reliability of the calculated rate. A rate is deemed reliable if there are at least 10 years of
instance in the group for which the rate was calculated, except at Level 5 where all rates are
deemed reliable irrespective of the number of years of instance in the group. Where there are
no years of instance in the group at Level 5, the rate is set to zero.

In the first step of the process of finding a suitable non-completion rate for a year of instance,
we look for the corresponding rate at Level 1, using the combination of parameters shown in
either paragraph 8 or paragraph 10, depending on whether the year of instance is only
recorded in Tables 1 to 3, or whether it is also recorded in Tables 6a to 6c¢. If a rate at this level
is not found (i.e. the year of instance does not correspond with a year of instance recorded by
the provider at this level in HESES19), or the corresponding rate is deemed unreliable because
there are not enough years of instance in the group for which the rate was calculated, then we
look for the corresponding rate at Level 2. If a rate at this level is not found, or the
corresponding rate is deemed unreliable, then we look for the corresponding rate at Level 3.
This process of moving to higher levels continues until a suitable rate is found. Note that if the
level of study for a year of instance is not determined, then no rate will be found.

Because a year of instance can be in more than one price group or profession, and the
non-completion rates at some levels are dependent on price group or profession, it may be
necessary to apply more than one non-completion rate to a year of instance. For this reason,
the process of finding a suitable non-completion rate is carried out for each price group or
profession that has activity in it. It is therefore possible for the values of HESCOL3 and
HESCOL4 for a particular year of instance in Table 1, 2 or 3 (but not in Tables 6a to 6c¢) to be
calculated using five different non-completion rates if there is activity in each of the five price
groups. Similarly, it is possible for the values in HESCOL3 and HESCOLA4 for a year of
instance in Table 6a, 6b or 6¢ to be calculated using two different non-completion rates if there
is activity in two professions.

The contribution to the proportions recorded in HESCOL3 and HESCOL4 from each price
group or profession is determined by the proportion of activity in each price group or
profession. For example, if 60 per cent of the activity for a year of instance is in price group B
and 40 per cent is in price group C1, and the non-completion rates are 15 per cent for the price
group B activity and 20 per cent for the price group C1 activity, then the value of HESCOL3
would be calculated as follows: (0.60 x 0.15) + (0.40 x 0.20) = 0.17. Or if 50 per cent of the
activity for a year of instance is in ‘Nursing — adult’ and 50 per cent is in ‘Nursing — children’,
and the non-completion rates are 11 per cent for ‘Nursing — adult’ and 9 per cent for ‘Nursing —
children’, then the value of HESCOL3 would be calculated as follows: (0.50 x 0.11) + (0.50 x
0.09) = 0.10.

Using HESCOLA4 to estimate full-time equivalence (FTE)

By applying the method described above, every year of instance in the HESES19 population
contributes to both Column 3 and Column 4 of Table 1, 2 or 3 of the HESES19 recreation.
Consequently, every part-time year of instance also contributes to the FTE in Column 4a. For
the 2018-19 post-collection output, FTEY_EXCLEST and FTEY_INCLEST (where Y is the
price group) were calculated for each instance period by multiplying the value of
HESESFTE_EXCLEST or HESESFTE_INCLEST for the instance period by the proportion of
activity in each price group for the first ranked instance period. We cannot apply this method for
the 2019-20 post-collection output, because without using FUNDCOMP it would not be
possible to exclude the FTE we would calculate for instance periods of non-completed years of
instance. Instead, we must exclude non-completed years of instance before we calculate the
FTE in each price group. For this reason, the algorithms that calculate FTEY_EXCLEST and
FTEY_INCLEST only use the proportion of a year of instance that is counted in Column 4.
There is also a HESCOLA4A field which records the sum of the FTE (FTEY_INCLEST) from all
price groups for each instance period. This is necessary to rebuild Column 4a, because without
using FUNDCOMP it is not possible to exclude FTE associated with non-completed years of
instance when summing HESESFTE_INCLEST.

FTEA_EXCLEST, FTEB_EXCLEST, FTEC1_EXCLEST, FTEC2_EXCLEST and
FTED_EXLCEST are calculated by multiplying HESESFTE_EXCLEST by the contribution of
the activity in the price group for the first ranked instance period to Column 4 of Tables 1-3 of
the HESES19 recreation (HESCOL4_Y, where Y is the price group). FTEA_INCLEST,
FTEB_INCLEST, FTEC1_INCLEST, FTEC2_INCLEST and FTED_INLCEST are calculated by
multiplying HESESFTE_INCLEST by the contribution of the activity in the price group for the
first ranked instance period to Column 4 of Tables 1-3 of the HESES19 recreation
(HESCOL4_Y, where Y is the price group).

HESCOLA4A is calculated by multiplying HESESFTE_INCLEST by the contribution of the year
of instance to Column 4 of Tables 1-3 of the HESES19 recreation (HESCOL4), and then
dividing by 100. Note that the contribution to Column 4 is derived from the first ranked instance
period.

19. This field has been added to exclude instance periods that started before 1 August 2019 and
ended before the anniversary of the start date (COMDATE) of the instance. Such instance
periods do not contribute to the estimated FTE for the 2019-20 year of instance and are
therefore excluded from the HESES19 population.

Requesting overrides

25. Occasionally primary derived field(s) need to be overridden for some records. This occurs in
circumstances where we cannot correctly categorise those records using an algorithm.
Providers should email HESASAR@officeforstudents.org.uk where they believe an override
may need to be created. Two examples of where we believe some providers may need to
request an override are given below.

Overriding HESLEVEL for some students studying architecture

26. For students who are on Part 2 of the qualification leading towards registration with the
Architects Registration Board, typically some should be classed as Postgraduate taught
(undergraduate fee) (i.e. HESLEVEL = PGT_UGF), and some should be classed as
Postgraduate taught (masters’ loan) (i.e. HESLEVEL = PGT_ML).

27. However, the HESLEVEL algorithm may place all records into the PGT_ML category. If some
of the records at your provider should instead be placed into the PGT_UGF category, and it
has a material impact on funding, an override will need to be requested.

Overriding HESLEVEL for some students studying post-registration health and
social care qualifications at level M

28. Only certain values of HESCOURSEAIM_P1 (MO0, M01, M10, M11, M16, M88) are included in
the classification of records as Postgraduate taught (masters’ loan) (i.e. HESLEVEL =
PGT_ML). However, some post-registration health and social care courses at level M
(HESCOURSEAIM_P1 = M76) may be classed as Postgraduate taught (masters’ loan), and
the HESLEVEL algorithm will not be classing these courses as such. If these courses at your
provider should be placed into the PGT_ML category, an override will need to be requested.

HESES19 comparison workbook

29. The HESES19 comparison workbook ‘HES19_ XXXXXXXX.xlsx’ (where XXXXXXXX denotes
the UK Provider Reference Number, UKPRN) contains the worksheets shown in Table 1. Note
that it is not possible to recreate Table 4 using 2019-20 HESA Student Alternative data.
Consequently, no data relating to this table is shown in the HESES19 comparison workbook,
and all figures calculated from 2019-20 HESA Student Alternative data in Table D are shown
as zero.

The difference sheets (see worksheets ending in ‘diff in Table 1) will indicate where differences
between the HESES19 recreation tables and the HESES19 tables exceed a given threshold.
The size of this threshold can be altered by entering the required value where indicated on the
worksheets. These sheets are to assist providers in reconciling differences between HESES19
data and HESES19 recreation data.

Providers are strongly encouraged to use the ‘Rebuild information’ worksheet in the
HES19_XXXXXXXX.xIsx” workbook, which may highlight data quality issues relating to the
HESA Student Alternative fields used in the HESES19 recreation algorithms.

Tables A (Estimated FTE for part-time OfS-fundable years of instance) and B (Estimate of load
for part-time OfS-fundable years of instance) in the 2018-19 post-collection output are no
longer included in the workbook. These tables were used to assess the feasibility of using FTE
estimated from instance period HESSTULOAD_PX values to verify part-time OfS-fundable FTE
submitted in HESES workbooks. The method of estimating FTE that was used to populate
these tables, which included an estimation of the contribution from instance periods starting
after the end of the reporting period, is now used to recreate Column 4a in Tables 3 and 6c¢.

The full-time equivalent (FTE) of a part-time year of instance is estimated from the
HESSTULOAD_PX values of all instance periods of the instance in the 2019-20 academic year
that are not excluded by an instance period exclusion field. The HESPERIODSTART_PX and
HESPERIODEND_PX dates of each instance period are categorised, and the categories are

used to calculate the proportion of HESSTULOAD_PX that can be attributed to the 2019-20
year of instance.

HESES19 comparison individualised and instance period files

34. You should use the individualised file ‘HES19_ XXXXXXXX_IND.csv’ and instance period file
‘HES19_XXXXXXXX_INSTPER.csv’ when working through this document. This shows the
assignment of records to categories by our algorithms and, where applicable, provides the data
that has been used to determine their exclusion from the relevant population.

35. The HESES19 comparison rebuild document provides instructions for rebuilding key figures in
the workbook from the individualised file and the instance period file.

The number of instance periods that can be returned for a given instance is unbounded;
however, due to file size considerations we restrict the number of separate instance periods
displayed in the individualised file to three. In the unusual case where an instance has more
than three instance periods, all will be considered in our algorithms, although only three will be
displayed in the individualised file.

The instance period derived field HESEXCL_PX (where X is the ranking of the instance period)
determines whether or not an instance period is included in the HESES19 population. Instance
periods are ranked by whether or not they are in the HESES19 population, then by descending
HESPERIODSTART _PX date. Thus, an instance period which is included in the population is
always ranked higher than an excluded instance period, even if the excluded instance period
has a later HESPERIODSTART_PX date.
