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What is recorded in HESES?

HESES counts ‘years of instance’

Definition: an instance - a coherent engagement with a provider by a student aiming
towards the award of one or more qualifications, or of credit

« usually several years long but could just be one year (e.g. postgraduate awards)
or less

« progressing from one related course to another is usually considered to be one
instance e.g. Foundation degree to BSc

Counting years of instance is not the same as student headcount

 that would distort part-time study activity — more on this in the next webinar
(full-time equivalence (FTE))

« possible for one student to be generate more than one year of instance (although
this is rare and limitations may apply: see the HESES guidance).

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Definition of recognised higher education

A course is recognised higher education for OfS funding purposes if it is:
« a course that is designated under the Education (Student Support) Regulations 2011

 a ‘course of higher education’ as defined in Schedule 6 of the Education Reform Act
1988, other than one leading to a qualification in the Register of Regulated
Qualifications.

Study for higher-education-level credit may also be included if it meets the criteria in
Schedule 6 of the Education Reform Act 1988 and either:

* it is not credit that may count only towards a qualification in the Register of Regulated
Qualifications

* it is credit that may count towards a course that is designated under the Education
(Student Support) Regulations 2011.

» The full-time equivalence (FTE) must be at least 0.03
* The student is not “writing-up” throughout the entire year
* The student has not withdrawn (and is not forecast to withdraw), within two
weeks of starting their instance.

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Who is included in the HESES22 population?

* Note: HESES22 counts all years of instance that start in the 2022-23 academic
year, not just those for students starting their courses in 2022-23.
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Students “registered with a provider”

« Students should only be returned in HESES22 (and in other student returns) by
the provider that they are registered with

« This is the provider which has the ‘full contractual responsibility to the student for
the provision of educational services’

« the registering provider is the one that has tuition fees paid to them (usually by
the Student Loans Company)

« for students on apprenticeships, this is the same as the lead provider for the
Education and Skills Funding Agency (ESFA) i.e. the provider that receives
the apprenticeship funding from the ESFA

* Further guidance on this, including on joint courses and exchange students, is in
Annex A of the HESES guidance.

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Validation and sub-contracting

 Where providers are in a partnership, this could be:
- Validation arrangement (awards made are “validated” by another provider)

« students are registered with the teaching provider which will report them in
its data returns

« Sub-contractual (‘franchise’) arrangement
« students are not registered by the teaching provider
 the teaching provider is teaching on behalf of the registering provider

 in this case the teaching provider does not report students in their data
returns

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Notes on apprenticeships

Some students may be taking their higher education qualification
as part of an apprenticeship:

 They should be registered with and reported by the lead
provider (usually contracted by the ESFA)

We only fund activity related to the higher education course
 They are not considered to be closed courses
« They are reported in HESES the same as any other student

« additional data is being collected on degree
apprenticeship courses in the new table 7.

« Can include time spent on a sandwich work placement, if the year doesn’t meet
the criteria to be a sandwich year out.

Price groups — what are they?

Years of instance are assigned to one of six price groups reflecting the costs
associated with particular subjects:

« A: clinical years of medical, dental and veterinary courses

B: laboratory-based subjects e.g. chemistry, engineering, certain health care courses

« C1.1: strategically important intermediate cost subjects e.g. pre-registration courses in
nursing, computing and information technology, and archaeology

« C1.2: other intermediate cost subjects covering provision in performing and creative arts
and media studies

« C2: subjects with a laboratory, studio or fieldwork element e.g. geography, languages,
psychology

* D: classroom-based subjects e.g. politics, economics, law, English, history

» These are used in calculating grants for various funding allocations.

* How are courses assigned to price groups?
» “specific cases’
 according to a coding system
 FECs: LearnDirect Class System (LDCS)
« Other providers: Higher Education Classification of Subjects (HECo0S) codes

Price groups for other providers —- HECoS codes

« HECoS codes are administered by the Higher Education Statistics agency (HESA)

 HESA has produced guidance for assigning HECoS codes to courses:

« HECoS codes determined by providers.

« ‘The qualification subject(s) must represent directly, or relate very closely to, the wording
on the qualification’s official certificate of award. More than three qualification subjects
would generally be regarded as exceptional.’

Price group splits

 Years of instance can be split between price groups, if the course is associated
with two (or more) HECoS or LDCS codes

 Activity is split between price groups reflecting how much activity they do in each,
based on the course as a whole

* i.e. each year would have the same split of price groups.

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Price group splits - example

BSc physics with maths (three-year course): associated with two HECoS codes:
* 100425 (physics) — maps to price group B
* 100403 (mathematics) — maps to price group C2
» Course breakdown:
* Year 1 — physics 60 per cent, maths 40 per cent
* Year 2 — physics 40 per cent, maths 60 per cent
* Year 3 — physics 80 per cent, maths 20 per cent
* Average = physics 60 per cent, maths 40 per cent

* In HESES, all years of instance would be recorded with this 60-40 split.
